Journey, Skills and Physical Recreation. 

There are 3 levels of the Award – Bronze, Silver & Gold. Participants must complete the four mandatory 

sections of Service, Adventurous Journey, Skill & Physical Recreation. 

Participants can undertake all three categories of the Award programme or enter directly at any of the 

three levels in the following age group; Bronze Award (for those over 14), Silver Award (for those over 15) 

and Gold Award (for those over 16 years).
